eight Merit-cum-Means Scholarship @ Rs.1000/- each per month (Rs.12000/-each per annum).

b) M. A. (Conservation):- A Graduate Degree from a recognized University with 50% marks in
any of the following subjects: Chemistry / Physics / Geology / Botany / Zoology / Computer
Science / Fine Arts / History / History of Art / Architecture / Archaeology / Museology / Designing
or a Diploma recognized as equivalent to graduate degree in any of these fields.

¢) M.A. (Museology):- B.A. / B.Sc. (Honours) or B.A. / B.Sc. / B.F.A. (3 Years) in any discipline
under Humanities and Social Sciences / Science from a recognized University with 50% marks.

Except those whose applications are
summarily rejected, all others are allowed to appear at the Test / Interviews on purely
provisional basis, subject to their eligibility being verified at the time of Test / interview /
admission. Merely being allowed to appear at the Test / Interview will not be considered as
a ground for being eligible for admission to the M.A. Courses. Further, mere submission of
application form does not entitle a candidate to appear for the Test / Interview.
